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Third Grade – We are adding more than 
two greater numbers by adding all the 
ones, then adding all the tens, all the 
hundreds, and all the thousands.

Sixth Grade – We are preparing 
ourselves for the  birth of Christ.  
An Advent Wreath reminds us to 
“PREPARE THE WAY OF THE 
LORD.”   As each week passes, the 
wreath gets brighter and brighter 
and so do our hearts.  We are 
preparing for the Light of the World 
to come into our lives.   

6th, 7th &  8th Grade SCIENCE  
Sixth grade students are learning about 
the moon.  We will be studying the 
phases of the moon and the effects the 
moon has on tides.  What is the 
difference between a solar and a lunar 
eclipse?  Do you know? 
 
Seventh Grade students are beginning an 
Introduction to Chemistry.  What are the 
differences between an element and a 
compound?  They will be learning and 
understanding the interrelationship 
between Chemistry and Life Science. 
 
Eighth Grade students are beginning 
their study of the Periodic Table of 
Elements.  Each student has researched 
an element and presented it to the class.  
Everyone did an amazing job! 
 
 

Matthew, Mark, Luke and John – 
Grade 7 is learning more about the life 
of Jesus by studying the four 
Evangelists.  Did you know that 
Matthew wrote primarily for persecuted 
Christians while Mark’s  audience was 
Jewish converts?  Luke’s narrative is a 
warm, human portrait of Jesus while 
John wrote poetic and reflective 
discourses. We were surprised to find 
out that none of the gospel writers lived 
during Jesus’  life time.  The Evangelists 
wrote the gospels or “good news”  
approximately 125 years after Jesus’  
death and Resurrection, so we could 
come to know Jesus as the Messiah and 
Risen Lord.  With a short prayer service, 
we thanked God for all the good things 
that have happened in our lives. 

K indergar ten – We are preparing for the 
birth of Baby Jesus by learning about the 
beautiful season of Advent.  Every week 
we light the Advent Candle and tell what 
we are doing to get ready for Baby Jesus’  
birth. 
 
Come, Lord Jesus! First grade too is pre-
paring to celebrate the birth of Jesus.  Each 
week we light a candle on our Advent 
Wreath – one candle; two candles; three 
candles and finally, in the fourth week be-
fore Christmas, all four candles will be lit!
