 Four th Grade – We just completed a 
very interesting and informative unit on 
New York State Native Americans 
including Iroquois Longhouses and 
Algonquin Wigwams.  We created a tribal 
village and worked on Native American 
writing pieces using authentic symbols.  
We finished our unit with a comparative 
essay and shared a meal together wearing 
our Native American head dresses.  Now 
it is time to explore New York! 
 
Seventh Grade – We learned about line 
symmetry in math class.  We created 
paper snowflakes and marked the different 
lines of symmetry. In Science we are 
learning about photosynthesis, cellular 
respiration and the need of all cells to find 
a source of energy. 
 
 
 
 
 

Sixth Grade – MATH: we have been 
creating beautiful floral designs by 
graphing and locating points on a 
coordinate grid. RELIGION had us 
learning about Abraham’s obedience to 
God and willingness to sacrifice his only 
son.  Abraham had such faith in God that 
he knew everything would turn out for the 
best.  Isaac and Jesus were similar in that 
they were both only sons and both carried 
“ their own wood.”   This parable relates to 
the Third Sunday of Advent whose pink 
candle symbolizes HOPE. This week’s 
topic for HEALTH is the importance of 
exercise for our bodies at any age.  In 
SCIENCE we are studying about moon 
phases.  Did you know that there are eight 
phases of the moon in one month?  How 
does the moon affect the seasons and 
tides? What are solar and lunar eclipses?  
On Thursday, December 17th, the class 
will be going to the Museum of Natural 
History and the Hayden Planetarium. 
 
 

Eighth Grade – As we prepare for the birth 
of the Prince of Peace, Mrs. Ferri and Mr. 
Koza are preparing our Eighth Grade 
students for their annual “Peace Pilgrimage”  
to New York City.  The first stop will be the 
United Nations, where leaders of countries, 
who are often at odds with each other, have 
an opportunity to see each other as “people”  
and to try to find a common ground.  At the 
United Nations, there is a “peace”  place.  
After lunch their journey will continue to St. 
Patrick’s Cathedral, where they will say a 
prayer and light a candle as they ask for 
peace in their hearts, their families, their 
school, their communities and in their world.
