As human beings, it seems 
that we were made to 
celebrate. I think that deep 
down we have a NEED to 
celebrate. We need to stop 
the routine and just enjoy 
life.  
 
And it just so happens that 
this Sunday thereõs a party, 
and itõs a pretty big party. 

This Sunday we celebrate the birthday of the whole 
Church, who by my count is 1,977 years young today. We 
call the Churchõs birthday òPentecostó. 
 
What is Pentecost? What does it have to do with our lives 
today? Whatõs this party about, and where are all the 
presents at? To understand, we need to go back 1,977 
years to a dark room in the city called Jerusalem. It was 
the day that Christ gave His apostles the Holy Spirit.  
 
Whyõs that such a big deal? At first look, getting the Holy 
Spirit as a present seems as exciting as getting a pair of 
socks. òWow Jesus, thanks...the Holy Spiritéjust what I 
always wantedémaybe next year can I just have a gift 
card?ó 
 
Which shows how much we know. 
 
What is the Holy Spirit and why does think Jesus think 
that Itõs such an important gift? Before we judge the 
gift, letõs remember who the giver is. The Holy Spirit is 
a gift from God the Father and Jesus to His Church. If 
They picked the Holy Spirit out for us, then letõs try to  
figure out why.  

 
The Holy Spirit is Godõs gift of Himself. God gives Himself 
to us. God gives His power to us. God transforms us.  
 
The Holy Spirit can change us and make US holy. The Holy 
Spirit can transform the world through us.  
 
In fact, we can safely judge where we are as a church by 
the presence of the Holy Spirit. When we look at 
ourselves, our communities, our families, our schools, and 
our workplaces, do they seem like God is actually present 
there? Do they seem like God is working in them? Is there 
the presence of Godõs peace and love? Are there signs of 
Godõs power and presence? Are they fruitful, as though 
Godõs Spirit is multiplying and spreading to others? Do our 
lives and the world around us seem like God is in charge? 
If they do, then thatõs a pretty sure sign that the Holy 
Spirit is there. If they donõt, then we NEED to ask God to 
send His Holy Spirit to do His thing.  
 
In fact, the Holy Spirit makes all of the difference in the 
world. If our faith, either as a church and as individuals, 
seems to be drying out, we can be sure itõs a perfect time 
to ask the Holy Spirit to show up.  
 
The gift Holy Spirit transformed a room full of scared guys 
into the Holy Apostles, who transformed the world in 
Christ through the Holy Spirit. That same Holy Spirit can 
still do the same thing. The Holy Spirit can rock our world, 
and itõs all for the asking.
