7th Grade Language Ar ts: We 
studied for our first midterm on 
“ literary terms.”  We already 
knew basic elements such as 
plot, setting, characterization, 
conflict and theme.  We also 
learned alliteration, allusion, 
flashback, foreshadowing and 34 
other literary terms!  We used 
the song “ Ironic”  to help us 
understand “ irony.”   We also 
listened and sang “Love Story”  
by Taylor Swift for the term 
“allusion.”   [She alludes to 
Romeo and Juliet.]  Using music 
downloaded from the Internet 
made learning so many terms a 
little more enjoyable! 

6th Grade Language Ar ts: We 
participated in spelling bees to 
determine the finalists who 
would take part in our 
educational “Bee Day”  during 
Catholic Schools Week.
