Dear Brothers and Sisters,  

 
In Matthew 12:47 - 50 we find Jesus saying who is family to him.  

Someone told Jesus, "Your mother and your brothers are standing outside, asking to speak with you." But he said in reply to the 

one who told him, "Who is my mother? Who are my brothers?" And stretching out his hand toward his disciples, he said, "Here 

are my mother and my brothers. For whoever does the will of my heavenly Father is my brother, and sister, and mother." 
 

How we express what we mean is very important. Sometimes we mean one thing but the per-

son hearing us doesnôt take what we say the way it was meant. Not thinking out what we 

say can lead to misunderstanding and controversy. We can see this many times when we 

listen to our Protestant brothers and sisters and what they think we are about as 

Catholics. It is easy many times to see that they have misinterpreted us. Perhaps they 

havenôt misinterpreted us. Maybe we failed to say correctly who and what we are about. 

 

Whenever I hear the expression ñTo Jesus through Maryò I become uncomfortable and restless inside. The word ñthroughò is what 
causes this uneasiness in my spirit. This word ñthroughò can give a sense that Mary, like a doorway, must be used before my goal, 
in this case Jesus, can be arrived at. Also, once I used this portal it is left behind. I donôt believe Mary should ever be ñUsedò in 
the sense to obtain sometime else. I believe Mary must be ñexperiencedò as a mothering companion who is on the journey with us. 
Mary should never be ñleft behind," as a door would be once we pass through it on our way to something beyond. 
 

Rather then saying ñTo Jesus through Maryò I believe saying ñTo Jesus with Maryò is a 

clearer way of expressing the teaching of the Roman Catholic Church regarding this part 

of Maryôs role in the life of Believers. 

 

Mary should always remain a part of our prayer life as we seek and experience Jesus in 

a personal way. Jesus calls us to be ñFamily." We are to recognize each other as broth-

ers and sisters with Mary as our mother. Jesus calls us to do the will of the Father 

which is to love one another as he himself has loved us. Jesus, in the scriptures said 

that whoever does the Fatherôs will is mother, brother, sister to him. What he says is 

his true family consists not of a blood relationship but of a spiritual relationship 

that is in accord with the Fatherôs will. 

 

How should we live out this call to ñLove one another as he has loved usò? 
I believe Jesus explains it quite explicitly in his telling of Judgment day in Mat-

thewôs gospel, the 25th chapter, verses 31 -  46.  
"When the Son of Man comes in his glory, and all the angels with him, he will sit upon his glorious throne, and all the nations will 

be assembled before him. And he will separate them one from another, as a shepherd separates the sheep from the goats. He will 

place the sheep on his right and the goats on his left. 

 

Then the king will say to those on his right, 'Come, you who are blessed by my Father. Inherit the kingdom prepared for you from 

the foundation of the world. For I was hungry and you gave me food, I was thirsty and you gave me drink, a stranger and you wel-

comed me, naked and you clothed me, ill and you cared for me, in prison and you visited me.' Then the righteous will answer him 

and say, 'Lord, when did we see you hungry and feed you, or thirsty and give you drink? When did we see you a stranger and wel-

come you, or naked and clothe you? When did we see you ill or in prison, and visit you?' And the king will say to them in reply, 

'Amen, I say to you, whatever you did for one of these least brothers of mine, you did for me.' 

 

Then he will say to those on his left, 'Depart from me, you accursed, into the eternal fire prepared for the devil and his angels. For 

I was hungry and you gave me no food, I was thirsty and you gave me no drink, a stranger and you gave me no welcome, naked 

and you gave me no clothing, ill and in prison, and you did not care for me.' Then they will answer and say, 'Lord, when did we 

see you hungry or thirsty or a stranger or naked or ill or in prison, and not minister to your needs?' He will answer them, 'Amen, I 

say to you, what you did not do for one of these least ones, you did not do for me.' And these will go off to eternal punishment, but 

the righteous to eternal life."

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The arrival next month of relics of St. Margaret Mary, founder of devotion to the Sacred Heart, offers a 

unique opportunity to reflect on an enduring devotion as well as the love of Jesus. 

 

The showing of relics at eight sites on Long Island from Aug. 16 to 23 is being organized by the diocesan 

renewal apostolate for the diocesan Office of New Evangelization. In addition, said Dr. John Palmer, co-

ordinator of the apostolate, there will be a display of ñMiracles of the Eucharist.ò 

 

The relics are coming from Paray-le-Monial, France, where St. Margaret Mary lived and reportedly had a 

vision of the Sacred Heart of Jesus, Palmer said. ñBishop Murphy wrote to ask for the relics to come here, 

and we are very grateful to him.ò 

 

St. Margaret Mary ñwas an important figure in the history of the Church,ò said Msgr. McDonald. She pro-

moted a devotion which emphasized the mercy of God. In France at the time, Jansenism, a theological 

movement which takes a severe vision of Godôs judgment, was at its height. 

 

The devotion grew out of a series of appearances to St. Margaret Mary by Jesus. ñBehold the Heart that 

has so loved men,ò Jesus reportedly told her. The apparition included an image of Jesusô Heart aflame, 

glowing with love, but surrounded by a crown of thorns to signify His suffering. 

 

According to the writings of St. Margaret Mary, the devotion calls for repentance of sins, acts of penance, 

frequent reception of Communion, regular attendance at Mass on the first Friday of each month, and dis-

plays of the images of the Sacred Heart in believersô homes. Her writings detail 12 promises of blessings. 

 

Devotion to the Sacred Heart grew quickly in France and England and later beyond. In 1899 Pope Leo 

XIII called for the entire world to be consecrated to the Sacred Heart. Subsequent popes, including Pope 

Benedict XVI, reaffirmed the devotion. 

 

Palmer, who is organizing the relicsô visit, said that he is hopeful that the devotion will inspire more peo-

ple to pray for the many Catholics who do not regularly attend Mass. ñIôm hoping for a year of evangeli-

zation of inactive Catholics.ò 

Relics will be displayed for veneration from 2-8 p.m. on Aug. 16 at St. Agnes Cathedral in Rockville Centre; 

Aug. 17 at Sacred Heart Church in Island Park; Aug. 18 at St. Aidanôs in Williston Park; Aug. 19 at St Igna-

tius Retreat House in Manhasset; Aug. 20 at SS. Philip and James in St. James; Aug. 21 at Curé of Ars in 

Merrick; Aug. 22 at Our Lady of the Island Shrine in Manorville; and Aug. 23 at St. Rosalieôs in Hampton 

Bays.
